(PK.1) The Mystery of the One God
(A)  Recognize own goodness (B)  Recognize that nature is a gift from God

(PK.2) The Life of Grace
(A)  Begin to show sharing, caring, loving, forgiving (B)  Realize that God forgives us always.

(PK.3) Revelation
(A)  Understand that God speaks to us through the Bible

(PK.4) Jesus Christ
(A)  Recognize that Jesus came to them as God’s 
greatest gift of love (Nativity).

(E)  Become aware that Jesus teaches us love for all 
people.

(B)  Recognize Jesus as a teacher who told stories to 
show God’s love.

(F)  Realize that Jesus chose to die on the cross to free 
us from sin.

(C)  Realize that Jesus has a special love for all children. (G) Identify Jesus as the Son of God
(D)  Realize that Jesus loved to talk to His Father and 
teaches us to talk to God through prayer, i.e. Our Father.

(PK.5) The Church
(A)  Become aware that each child belongs to a family, 
God’s family and the world

(C)  Become aware of the special role of religious and 
clergy

(B)  Recognize that the Church is God’s family.

(PK.6) Mary and the Saints
(A)  Recognize Mary as the Mother of Jesus.

(PK.7) Prayer and Worship
(A) Participate in faith experiences (E)  Understand that God listens and answers prayers.

(B)  Become aware of Church signs and symbols, e.g. 
Sign of the Cross, genuflecting, kneeling, tabernacle, 
holy water, etc.

(F)  Recite Sign of the Cross, Angel of God, Our Father 
(introduce), Meal Blessing.

(C)  Pray with respect. (G)  Learn to pray spontaneously.
(D)  Listen to scripture with respect.

(PK.8) The Moral Life
(A)  Become aware of right and wrong behavior (C)  Respect other’s feelings

(B)  Expresses feelings and emotions in an acceptable 
manner

(D)  Develop an awareness of values through the use of 
stories.
